MICRO, SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES 

(SHRI GIRIRAJ SINGH) 

(a) & (b): 	Government of India does not set up MSME units in the States. However, 
Ministry of MSME is implementing Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme 
(PMEGP) which is a major credit-linked subsidy programme aimed at generating self-
employment opportunities through establishment of micro-enterprises in the non-farm sector. The 
maximum cost of projects is Rs. 25 lakh in the manufacturing sector and Rs. 10 lakh in the service 
sector. General category beneficiaries can avail of margin money subsidy of 25 % of the project 
cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas. For beneficiaries belonging to special categories such 
as SC/ST/OBC/ minorities/women, ex-serviceman, physically handicapped, NER, Hill and Border 
areas etc. the margin money subsidy is 35% in rural areas and 25% in urban areas. Khadi and 
Village Industries Commission (KVIC) is the nodal implementing agency at the national level. 
KVIC, Khadi & Village Industry Boards (KVIB) and District Industry Centres (DIC) are the 
implementing agencies in the States. Financial assistance/loans is provided through Banks, 
Government pays margin money subsidy to the beneficiaries through KVIC at the above 
mentioned rates for different categories. 
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Government of India has fixed target under the PMEGP Scheme for various States of the 
country including Andhra Pradesh for the current year to set up new projects by entrepreneurs is 
placed at Annexure-I. 

Ministry of MSME through Coir Board is also implementing various 
Schemes/programmes through its field level offices to assist entrepreneurs to set up new Micro, 
Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) in all coconut producing states including Andhra 
Pradesh. The details of schemes being implemented by the Board are as follows: 

1. Mahila Coir Yojana (MCY) is an exclusive scheme for rural women artisans, training is given 
in spinning of coir yarn/various coir processing activities to rural women in regions producing 
coir fibre in the country, through all training centres of the Coir Board. The scheme envisages 
distribution of motorized ratts/motorized traditional rats and other coir processing equipments at 
75% subsidy subject to a maximum of Rs. 7500/- to set up their coir unit which can be operated 
by women after completion of the 2 months training programme. During the training period, the 
women artisans are given stipend amounting Rs. 1000 per month. 

2. Scheme for the Development of Production Infrastructure (DPI) - The Scheme envisages 
provision of financial assistance for the dessielopment of infrastructure and setting up new coir 
units and modernization of existing units for the sustainable growth of the coir sector. The 
quantum of assistance eligible to the unit is at the rate of 25% of the cost of equipment and 
infrastructure facilities, subject to a maximum of Rs.6,00,000/- for setting up of new unit and Rs. 
2,00,000/- for modernization of existing unit. In the case of units producing multiple items the 
maximum amount of subsidy admissible is Rs. 9,00,000/-. 

3. Coir Udyami Yojana (CUY) is a credit linked subsidy scheme providing assistance for setting 
up of any type of coir units with a maximum admissible cost of project upto Rs.10 lakhs plus 
working capital, which shall not exceed 25% of the project cost. The pattern of assistance under 
the scheme is 40% of the project cost as Government of India subsidy, 55% as loan from Banks 
and 5% as beneficiary contribution. 

Number of beneficiaries/units benefited by financial assistance under. MCY, DPI and CUY 
schemes for commencement of enterprises during the last three years is placed at Annexure-II.

Furthermore, the share of MSME manufacturing (Gross Value of output) in 
total manufacturing output is to the tune of 33.29% (in 201546) and MSME contribution in the 
country's GDP is to the tune of 30.74% (in 2014-15). MSMEs also contribute 45% of the total 
exports from the country. 

(c): Yes. 

(d): The Government had set up a One Man Committee to give recommendations on the 
overall policy of the MSME Sector. The committee has since submitted its Report which has a 
separate chapter on marketing issues.

(a): The Ministry on 18.09.2015 has notified for online filing of Udyog Aadhaar Memorandum 

(UAM) at http://udyogaadhaar.gov.in  by MSMEs in place of existing Entrepreneurs 

Memorandum-IL State/UT wise number of registered Micro Small Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) 

under Entrepreneur Memorandum-II (EM-II) and Udyog Aadhaar Memorandum(UAM) during 

the last three years and current year are given in Annexure-I. Units registered under EM-II during 

2007-15 (Nine years period) were 21,96,902, whereas units registered under UAM from 

September, 2015 to till date were 32,72,412 (One Year and Ten months period). 
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(b): As per the fourth All India Census for MSMEs conducted in 2006-07, for the period 
ending on 31.3.2007 a total of 4,96,355 registered units in the country were closed out of which 
80,616 units were related to State of Uttar Pradesh. State/UT wise number of closed units are 

given at Annexure-II. 

(c)&(d): 	The Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME) has been 
implementing various schemes and programmes for development and promotion of Micro, Small 
and Medium Enterprise (MSMEs) across the country. The major schemes / programmes include 
Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP), Credit Guarantee Scheme, 
Credit Linked Capital Subsidy Scheme (CLCSS), National Manufacturing Competitiveness 
Programme (NMCP), Micro & Small Enterprises - Cluster Development Programme (MSECDP), 
Performance & Credit Rating Scheme, Marketing Assistance scheme, International Cooperation 
Scheme, Assistant to Training Institutions etc. All plan schemes implemented by Ministry of 
MSME are Central Sector Schemes. Therefore, funds are not allocated State-wise, under these 
schemes.

(SHRI GIRIRAJ SINGH) 

(a) & (b): Yes Madam. Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme 
(PMEGP) is a major credit-linked subsidy programme aimed at generating self-
employment opportunities through establishment of micro-enterprises in the non-
farm sector. Any individual above 18 years of age is eligible. The maximum cost of 
projects is Rs. 25 lakh in the manufacturing sector and Rs. 10 lakh in the service 
sector. General category beneficiaries can avail of margin money subsidy of 25 % 
of the project cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas. For beneficiaries belonging 
to special categories such as SC/ST/OBC/minorities/women, ex-serviceman, 
physically handicapped, NER, Hill and Border areas etc. the margin money subsidy 
is 35% in rural areas and 25% in urban areas. Khadi and Village Industries 
Commission (KVIC) is the nodal implementing agency at the national level. KVIC, 
Khadi & Village Industry Boards(KVIB) and District Industry Centres (DIC) are 
the implementing agencies in the States. Financial assistance/loans is provided 
through Banks, Government pays margin money subsidy to the beneficiaries 
through KVIC at the above mentioned rates for different categories. The average 
margin money subsidy is 25% of the project cost, thus the banks provides loan four-
times the margin money subsidy disbursed by the Government. 

The State/UT-wise details of margin money disbursed under PMEGP during 
the last three years and current year including Kerala is given at Annexure-I. 
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(c): The targets are fixed by the Government in terms of number of projects to be 
assisted and margin money disbursed. Details of the target fixed/achieved during 
last three years in Kerala State are as follows:

(d): Following initiatives have been taken to achieve the targets under PMEGP 
Scheme: 

• In order to streamline the process of application flow and fund flow and to 
bring in transparency and better financial management and to prevent parking 
of funds at Nodal bank level an online PMEGP-MIS web portal has been 
introduced. All applications and fund flow is processed online in stipulated 
time frame. 

• Publicity is being made through print and electronic media, awareness camps 
at District level and State level are being organized in order to propagate the 
PMEGP scheme for the development of micro industries. 

• Exhibitions are also conducted at district/state/zone and national level for 
providing marketing support to the entrepreneurs/units. 

• For speedy completion of EDP training, these are being conducted through 
Departmental Training Centres as well as RSETIs/RUDSETIs as per MOU 
executed between KVIC & MCR. 

• Industries such as Khadi, processing of Pashmina Wool, handloom and power 
loom units, value added products for tea, coffee, rubber etc. and transport 
activities are now eligible for assistance under PMEGP. 

• Implementing Agencies are instructed to encourage and provide necessary 
assistance to the beneficiaries for filing online application by setting up of 
help desks.

(a)to(c): 	No, Madam. The Ministry of MSMF, has not established or proposed to 
establish Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) hubs/zones in the 
country. However, this Ministry has approved a scheme for setting up of National 
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes (SC/ST) Hub on 25.07.2016. Hon'ble Prime 
Minister launched the National SC/ST Hub on 18.10.2016 at Ludhiana, Punjab. 
The National SC/ST Hub is being implemented through the National Small 
Industries Corporation Ltd. (NSIC). The Hub is set up to provide professional 
support to SC/ST entrepreneurs to fulfill the obligations under the Central 
Government Public Procurement Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises Order 
2012, adopt applicable business practices and leverage the Stand up India 
initiatives. The functions of Hub include collection, collation and dissemination of 
information regarding SC/ST enterprises and entrepreneurs, capacity building 
among existing and prospective SC/ST entrepreneurs through skill training and 
EDPs, vendor development involving CPSEs, NSIC, MSME-DTs and industry 
associations including Dalit Indian Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DICCI), 
promoting participation of SC/ST entrepreneurs in exhibitions and organizing 
special exhibitions for this purpose, facilitating SC/ST entrepreneurs participating in 
public procurement and monitoring the progress, etc.

(a): Information on closure among Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) are 
obtained through conduct of periodic census. As far as the 4th  All India Census of MSMEs 
conducted with reference to 2006-07 is concerned, 4.96 lakh MSMEs were found closed. The 
State/UT-Wise closed MSMEs from the same data source is as given in Annexure-I. The main 
reasons for closure are (1)Lack of demand, (2)Shortage of working capital, (3)Non-availability of 
raw materials, (4)Power shortage, (5)Marketing problems, (6)Labour problems, (7)Management 
problems etc. 

The information on the number of workers affected is not collected through the census as 
referred to above. 

(b): No specific panel was set up to study the problems being faced by MSMEs in the country. 
However, One-Man Committee under the Chairmanship of former Cabinet Secretary was 
appointed to provide a framework for a National policy for MSME Sector, which has submitted 
the report. 

(c): The Ministry of MSME, under Section 9 of the MSMED Act 2006, notified a Framework 
for Revival and Rehabilitation of sick MSMEs on the 29th  May, 2015. Under this scheme, any 
enterprise can seek revival and rehabilitation benefit through a committee constituted by the banks 
with representatives from State Governments experts and others. Subsequently, the RBI, on the 
17th March, 2016, issued a revised Framework along with operating instructions to make it 
compatible with existing regulatory guidelines. In respect of MSME loans above Rs. 10 lakh to 
Rs. 25 crore, the framework provides for committee approach for deciding corrective action plan 
for stressed MSMEs.

(a)&(b): The importing countries are well aware of the eco-friendliness of the Coir and Coir 
product. The Coir industry is very much in need of the Eco Labeling for its products which will 
definitely boost its marketing potential both abroad and within the country. The Coir Board has 
already taken up the matter of obtaining ECO MARK for coir products with the Ministry of 
Environment and Forest and is constantly pursuing it for finalizing the criteria for obtaining the 
ECO Mark. 

(c)&(d): The Eco Mark Labeling for coir and coir products will boost the exports of these 
products in view of the growing affinity towards natural/eco-friendly products in the international 
market. The Government through the Coir Board is implementing schemes for promotion of coir 
in the country which also contributes to enhance export of coir and coir products. In particular, the 
Export Market Promotion Scheme under Coir Vikas Yojana (CVY) provides for adoption of 
product specific and market specific promotional activities for popularizing coir and coir products 
in overseas markets, supporting export oriented coir units on modernization, etc. The interventions 
under the Scheme also include market survey, consultancy, data sourcing, participation in 
international events and financial assistance to entrepreneurs to participate in international fairs. 

In addition to incentives under the Merchandise Export from India Scheme (MEIS), Coir 
products are also eligible to get fiscal incentives under Duty Drawback Scheme ranging from 1 -

(c): Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises has not conducted any study on this 
issue. 

(d): The various steps taken by the Government which will help MSMEs to tackle any adverse 
impact of demonetization are as follows: 

(i)Union Budget 2017-18 has proposed to reduce the tax rate of MSMEs reporting turnover 
of less than Rs 50 crore to 25% from the existing 30%. 

(ii)Recently under Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme the Union Government has approved 
augmentation of the corpus of the Credit Guarantee Trust from the present level of Rs. 
2500 crore to Rs. 7500 crore. Approval has been accorded to increase the coverage of the 
loans under the scheme from Rs. 1 crore to Rs. 2 crore. The scheme has also been 
extended to include NBFCs as lending institutions.

(SHRI GIRIRAJ SINGH) 

(a) to (c): 	Ministry of MSME is implementing Prime Minister's Employment Generation 
Programme (PMEGP) which is a major credit-linked subsidy programme aimed at generating 
self-employment opportunities through establishment of micro-enterprises in the non-farm sector. 
The maximum cost of projects is Rs. 25 lakh in the manufacturing sector and Rs. 10 lakh in the 
service sector. General category beneficiaries can avail of margin money subsidy of 25% of the 
project cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas. For beneficiaries belonging to special 
categories such as SC/ST/OBC/ minorities/women, ex-serviceman, physically handicapped, NER, 
Hill and Border areas etc. the margin money subsidy is 35% in rural areas and 25% in urban areas. 
Khadi and Village Industries Commission (KVIC) is the nodal implementing agency at the 
national level. KVIC, Khadi & Village Industry Boards (KVIB) and District Industry Centres 
(DIC) are the implementing agencies in the States. Financial assistance/loans is provided through 
Banks, Government pays margin money subsidy to the beneficiaries through KVIC at the above 
mentioned rates for different categories. 

Ministry of MSME through Coir Board is implementing the Mahila Coir Yojana (MCY) 
scheme which is exclusively for rural women. Under MCY, training is given in spinning of coir 
yarn/various coir processing activities to rural women in regions producing coir fibre in the 
country, through all training centres of the Coir Board. The scheme envisages distribution of 
motorized rafts/motorized traditional rafts and other coir processing equipments at 75% subsidy 
subject to a maximum of Rs. 7500/- to set up their coir unit which can be operated by women after 
completion of the 2 months training programme. During the training period, the women artisans 
are given stipend amounting Rs. 1000 per month. 
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The Ministry has not yet associated with the Ministry of Women and Child Development 
for the marketing of Khadi. & Village Industry (KVI) and Coir products. 

Number of beneficiaries/units benefited by financial assistance under MCY, DPI & CUY 
Schemes in Coir. Industry during the last three years is placed at Annexure-I. Details of the 
number of projects set up by women entrepreneurs and employment created for women under 
KVIC during the last years is placed at Annexure-II. 

KVIC also extend marketing support by way of advertisement, organizing exhibitions. 
These entrepreneurs can also sell their products through more than 7050 Bhavan/Bhandars run by 
different Khadi institutions and also through Departmental Sales Outlets (DSOs) of KVIC/KVIB 
in the country. 

The other steps being taken by the Government to encourage and promote women 
entrepreneurs in the country are as follows: 

1. Awareness camps about KVI scheme at District level and state level are being organized, 
so that unemployed youth and women can get the benefit of scheme. 
2. Publicity through print and electronic media about PMEGP schemes is made. 
3. District, State and National level exhibitions are organized where the entrepreneurs can 
sell their products. 
4. To increase the registration of MSMEs, the Government has undertaken measures that the 
PMEGP units can adopt the Udyog Aadhar Memorandum (UAM) to register online for filing 
for industrial land application for credit, pollution clearance etc. 
5. An online grievance handling system for PMEGP is set up to provide prompt and online 
redressal. 
6. KVIC brought out a booklet "Celebrating the spirit of women entrepreneurship" Road to 
pride and progress, highlighting the success stories of some of the women entrepreneurs under 
PMEGP during 2014-15. 
7. KVIC published a book "PMEGP success stories of entrepreneurs" of National Awardees 
and Successful entrepreneurs of PMEGP during 2014-15. 
8. Under Khadi activity 80% women are Khadi artisans. Under the Skill Development 
Programme, KVIC has focused on women oriented training courses like Beautician, Baking, 
Tailoring, Cooking etc. The number of women trained under Skill Development Programme-is 
given as below:

(a): The information available from Rubber Board, Ministry of Commerce & Industry reveals that 
rubber products including tyres enter the country at a reduced rate of duty i.e 8.6% from China under 
Asia Pacific Trade Agreement (APTA) as compared to the basic duty of 10% due to which import 
from China is increasing. Major rubber products imported from China are under HS Code 4011 (New 
pneumatic tyres) and HS Code 4016 (other articles of vulcanised rubber). Most of the products under 
HS 4016 are products manufactured by MSMEs. 

As per Directorate General of Safeguards (Central Board of Excise & Customs), no study / 
investigation has been carried out on impact of cheap imports of rubber on MSME sector. 

(b) As per information received from Rubber Board, Ministry of Commerce & Industry, imposition 
of Anti Dumping Duty (ADD) on import of Truck and Bus Radial Tyres (TBR) is under process with 
Directorate General of Anti Dumping (DGAD).

(c): Ministry of MSME is implementing Prime Minister's Employment Generation 
Programme (PMEGP) which is a major credit-linked subsidy programme aimed at 
generating self-employment opportunities through establishment of micro-enterprises 
in the non-farm sector by helping traditional artisans and unemployed youth. Any 
individual above 18 years of age is eligible. For setting up of projects costing above 
Rs.10 lakh in the manufacturing sector and above Rs. 5 lakh in the business /service 

• sector, the beneficiaries should possess at least VIII standard pass educational 
qualification. General category beneficiaries can avail of margin money subsidy of 25 
% of the project cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas. For beneficiaries 
belonging to special categories such as scheduled caste/scheduled tribe/OBC 
/minorities/women, ex-serviceman, physically handicapped, NER, Hill and Border 
areas etc. the margin money subsidy is 35% in rural areas and 25% in urban areas. 
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The Scheme was launched during 2008-09. A total of 4.23 lakh micro 
enterprises have been assisted with a margin money subsidy of Rs 8695.27 crore 
providing employment to an estimated 35.48 lakh persons since PMEGP's inception 
till 2016-17. 

The State/UT-wise details including the State of Rajasthan for employment generation 
under the PMEGP Scheme during each of the last three years and current year is 
placed at Annexure-I. 

There has also been no decline in employment in the Khadi and Village Industry 
sector as may be seen from the table below:

(a) the details of the schemes/policies being implemented by the Government to promote the 
work of rural artisans in the country; 
(b) whether the arrangement made to provide identity cards to promote domestic Micro, Small 
and Medium Enterprises(MSMEs) has not started functioning till date and the rural artisans are still 
deprived of the benefits of this scheme; 
(c) if so, the details thereof and the reasons therefor along with the funds allocated and spent for 
the purpose during the last three years, State/UT-wise particularly in Maharashtra; and 
(d) the details of rural artisans benefitted from the said schemes during the said period, State/UT- 
wise? 

ANSWER 

MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF 
MICRO, SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES 

(SHRI GIRIRAJ SINGH) 

(a): Ministry of MSME is implementing the following schemes through Khadi and Villag 
Industries Commission (KVIC) and Coir Board to promote the work of rural artisans in the country: 

I. Khadi and Village Industries Commission (KVIC): 

i) Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP) is a credit linked subsidy scheme, 
for setting up of new micro-enterprises and to generate employment opportunities in rural as well as 
urban areas of the country through KVIC, State Khadi & Village Industries Board (KVIB) and 
District Industries Centre (DIC). General category beneficiaries can avail of margin money subsidy 
of 25% of the project cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas. For beneficiaries belonging to 
special categories such as SC/ST/Women/PH/Minorities/Ex-Servicemen/NER, the margin money 
subsidy is 35% in rural areas and 25% in urban areas. The maximum cost of projects is Rs.25 lakh in 
the manufacturing sector and Rs.10 lakh in the service sector. 

ii) Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI) was launched in 2005-06 for 
making Traditional Industries more productive and competitive by organizing the Traditional 
Industries and artisans into clusters. 

iii) A Scheme for Promoting Innovation, Rural Industry and Entrepreneurship (ASPIRE) wa., 
launched on 18.3.2015 to promote Innovation & Rural Entrepreneurship through rural Livelihood 
Business Incubator (LBI), Technology Business Incubator (TBI) and Fund of Funds for start-up 

creation. 
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iv) Market Promotion Development Assistance (MPDA) — MDA scheme of KVIC has been modified 
as MPDA scheme formulated as a unified scheme by merging different schemes/ sub-
schemes/components of different Heads implemented in the 11th  Plan, namely, Market Development 
Assistance, Publicity, Marketing and Market Promotion. A new component of Infrastructure namely 
setting up of Marketing Complexes /Khadi Plazas has been added to expand the marketing net worth 
of Khadi & VI products. Under the erstwhile MDA scheme financial assistance was distributed 
amongst Producing Institutions (30%), Selling Institutions (45%) and Artisans (25%). Under the 
Modified MDA (MMDA) financial assistance is distributed amongst Producing Institutions (40%), 
Selling Institutions (20%) and Artisans (40%). 

v) Interest Subsidy Eligibility Certificate (ISEC) Scheme provides credit at concessional rate of 
interest through Banks as per the requirement of the Khadi institutions. The institutions are required 
to pay interest of only 4%, any interest charged by banks over 4% will be paid by Central 
Government through KVIC. 

vi) Workshed Scheme for Khadi Artisans was introduced in 2008-09 to provide financial assistance 
for construction of workshed to khadi artisans belonging to BPL category through the khadi 
institutions with which the khadi artisans are associated. This empowers khadi spinners and weavers 
to chart out a sustainable path for growth, income generation and better work environment. 

vii) Strengthening infrastructure of weak Khadi institutions and assistance for marketing 
infrastructure: This scheme provides need-based support towards the Khadi sector for nursing the 
sick/problematic institutions elevated from "D" to "C" category as well as those whose production, 
sales and employment have been declining while they have potential to attain normalcy and to 
support creation of marketing infrastructure in other identified outlets. Under this scheme, financial 
assistance is provided to existing weak Khadi institutions for strengthening of their infrastructure and 
for renovation of selected khadi sales outlets. 

viii) Aam Admi Bima Yojana (erstwhile Janashree Bima Yojana): KVIC in association with LIC i: 
implementing the AABY scheme to provide insurance cover to Khadi artisans against normal and 
accidental death and disability. Premium is shared between KVIC (12.5%), Khadi institutions (25%), 
artisans (12.5%) and Govt. of India (50%), Khadi Artisans belonging to the age group of 18 to 5_C.,  

years are provided insurance cover for the following: 
(i) Death (natural) 	 : Rs. 30,000.00 
(ii) Death (accidental) 	 : Rs. 75,000.00 

(iii) Disability (permanent) 	 : Rs. 75,000.00 

(iv) Disability (partial) 	 : Rs. 37,500.00 

(v) Educational Benefits (Shiksha Sahayog Yojana)  
t.,  Two children of Khadi Artisan who are studying in standard IX to XII including Industrial Training 

Institutes (ITIs) are eligible for scholarship of Rs.300/- per quarter. 
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II. Coir Board: 

i) 	Coir Vikas Yojana: 

1. Skill Upgradation & Mahila Coir Yojana - Under the scheme programmes like Entrepreneurship 
Development Programme, Awareness Programme, Workshop, Seminar, Exposure Tour, etc. are 
implemented for attracting more entrepreneurs to start coir processing units. In order to create skilled 
man power required for the industry, Coir Board is implementing training programmes in value 
added products. The candidates undergoing training programmes are given stipend amounting to Rs. 
1000/- per month. 

Under the `Mahila Coir Yojana' Scheme which is exclusively for rural women artisans training in 
spinning of coir yarn/various coir processing activities is provided to rural women. The scheme 
envisages distribution of motorized rafts/motorized traditional rafts and other coir processing 
equipments to women at subsidised rates after completion of training. During the training period, the 
women artisans are given stipend amounting Rs.1000 per month. The trained women are given rafts 
and other coir processing equipments at 75% subsidy subject to a maximum of Rs.7500/-. 

2. Scheme for the Development of Production Infrastructure - Under the scheme financial assistance 
is extended for setting up of coir units and modernization of existing units. Under the scheme subsidy 
to the tune of 25% of the cost of equipments and other infrastructural facilities subject to a maximum 
of Rs.6 lakh for setting up of defibering unit, Rs. 4 lakh for Automatic Spinning Unit and Rs.5 lakh 
for others. For a composite or a multiple unit the maximum ceiling of assistance would be Rs.9 lakh. 
In the case of modernization of existing unit the subsidy will be limited to 25% of the cost of 
equipments and infrastructural facilities subject to a maximum of Rs.2 lakh. 
ii) 	Coir Udyami Yojana (formerly known as REMOT Scheme) is a credit linked subsidy scheme 
providing assistance for setting up of coir units. The maximum admissible cost of project under the 
scheme is upto Rs.10 lakhs plus working capital, which shall not exceed 25% of the project cost. The 
pattern of assistance under the scheme is 40% as Govt. of India subsidy, 55% as loan from Banks and 
5% as beneficiary contribution. Assistance under the Scheme is made open to all individuals, 
companies, SHGs, NGOs, Institutes registered under Societies Registration Act 1860, Production Co-
operative Societies, Joint Liability Groups and Charitable Trusts. 

(b): No eligible artisans /entrepreneurs deprived of the above schemes. KVIC and Coir Board do 
not implement identity card linked scheme for the artisans. 

(c): State-wise, including the State of Maharashtra, details of funds allocated/ Target of Margin 
Money and Fund utilized/ Achievement of Margin Money under PMEGP Scheme and various 

schemes of Coir Board during the last three years is placed at Annexure-I.

Programme Implementation, Government of India, the contribution of Micro, Small and Medium 
Enterprises (MSME) in the Gross Value Added (GVA) of the country for the year 2013-14, 2014-15 
and 2015-16 at current prices are 32.26%, 31.86% and 31.60% respectively and the contribution in 
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of the country for the year 2013-14, 2014-15 and 2015-16 at current 
price are 29.76%, 29.39% and 28.77% respectively. 

However, as the CSO does not compile estimates (GVA/GDP) of MSME sector based on the 
definition of MSME sector, an approximation based on the results of Annual Survey of Industries 
(ASI) and surveys on unorganised sector has been made to arrive at the contribution, mentioned 
the above para. 

(b): Yes madam, the Government has implemented the National Manufacturing CompetitivenesL,  

Programme for increase the competitiveness amongst MSME in the country. 

(c): The Government of India has introduced Public Procurement Policy for Micro and Sma 
Enterprises (MSEs) Order-2012 which is applicable to all Central Ministries/Departments/CPSU,  

and is effective from the 1st  April, 2012. Under the said Policy, every Central Government Ministry. 
Department and Public Sector Undertaking shall procure a minimum of 20 per cent of their total 
annual value of goods or services from Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs). Out of this 20%, it 
mandatory to earmark 4% for MSEs owned by SC/ST entrepreneurs from the 1st  April, 2015.

(d): The Ministry of Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises (MSME) has introduced various 
schemes to help MSMEs to increase their competitiveness and productivity in the country. These, 
inter-alia, include National Manufacturing Competitiveness Programme (NMCP), Micro and Small 
Enterprises- Cluster Development Programme (MSE-CDP), Credit Linked Capital Subsidy Scheme 
(CLCSS), A Scheme for Promoting Innovation, Rural Industry & Entrepreneurship (ASPIRE) and 
Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI), etc. 

The National Manufacturing Competitiveness Programme (NMCP) highlights the need for 
enhancing the competitiveness of Indian Manufacturing Sector.

(a): Yes, Madam. The government monitors the employment in the MSME sector in the country 
by conducting All India Census of the sector, periodically. As per the last census (Fourth) of Micro, 
Small & Medium Enterprises data collected with reference to base year 2006-07, as well as data 
extracted from the Economic Census 2005 conducted by Central Statistical Office (CSO), Ministry of 
Statistics & Programme Implementation (MoSPI), for activities excluded from Fourth Census, 
namely Wholesale/retail trade, legal, educational and social services, hotels & restaurants, Transports 
and storage & warehousing (except cold storage), the total employment in the MSME sector was 
805.24 lakh. 

(b): The Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME) has not made any assessment 
of the impact of Make in India initiative on MSMEs. 

(c): The 'Make in India ' initiative launched on 25th  September, 2014 aims at promoting India as 
an important investment destination and a global hub in manufacturing, design and innovation. Make 
in India initiative aims to create a conducive environment for investment, development of modern 
and efficient infrastructure, opening up new sectors for foreign investment and forging a partnership 
between Government and industry through a positive mind set. Industrial production and 
employment generation are influenced be a range of domestic factors and international factors, 
including enabling policies like Make in India. Government has been taking steps to boost industrial 
development, capital formation and employment generation in the country. Besides Make in India, 
these, inter-alia, include 'Start-up India' initiative and 'Ease of Doing Business'. Steps taken to 
improve ease of doing business include simplification and rationalisation of existing rules and 
introduction of information technology, setting up of an Investor Facilitation Cell, launch of e-biz 
Portal and liberalising policy for industrial licensing. Details of employment generated are not 
centrally compiled. 

(d): India has one of the most liberalized FDI policy in the world, wherein 100% FDI under 
automatic route is permitted in most of the sectors/activities. There is only a small list of 
sectors/activities where FDI is regulated i.e. subjected to Government approval, cap or having other 
conditionalities. The FDI policy also equally applies to small and medium enterprises in the sectors.

The National Small Industries Corporation Limited (NSIC), a 
Public Sector Undertaking under this Ministry is orgainising number of programmes 
for Skill Development and Self-Employment through its 7 technical centres located at 
Aligarh (Uttar Pradesh), Chennai (Tamil Nadu), Howrah (West Bengal), Hyderabac 
(Telangana), Okhla (New Delhi), Rajkot (Gujarat) and Rajpura (Punjab). NSIC is also 
imparting self-entrepreneurship through its incubation centres located at Okhla 
Delhi), Howrah (West Bengal), Guwahati (Assam), Mandi (Himachal Pradesh), Kol,ti 
(Karnataka), Deoria (Uttar Pradesh), Nawada (Bihar), Naini (Uttar Pradesh), Chenn.. 
(Tamil Nadu), Kashipur (Uttarakhand) and Rajkot (Gujarat). 

- In addition, NSIC has set up 112 Training-cum-Incubation Centres (TIC) uncle 
Public-Private Partnership (PPP) in different parts of the country. NSIC is having one 
TIC under PPP mode at Mahasamund in Chattisgarh. 
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NSIC offers training in more than 100 trades through three programmes namely 
(i)Entrepreneurship Development Programme (EDP) (ii) Entrepreneurship Skill 
Development Programme (ESDP) and (iii) Entrepreneurship Orientation Programmes 
(EOP). The state wise details of persons trained under these three programmes during 
last three years are given at Annexure. 

(c): The Ministry of MSME is providing financial support to new entrepreneurs 
through the following two schemes: 

(i) The Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP), a credit 
linked programme is being implemented through Khadi and Village Industries 
Commission (KVIC) which aimed at generating self employment opportunities though 
establishment of micro enterprises in the non-farm sector. The maximum project cost 
in manufacturing sector is Rs. 25 lakh and for service sector, it is Rs. 10 lakh. Margin 
money subsidy available under this scheme ranges from 15% to 35% depending upon 
the category of beneficiaries and area (rural/urban). 

(ii) The Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme for Micro and Small Enterprises (CGS) has 
been launched by the Government of India to make available collateral-free credit to 
the micro and small enterprise sector for loans upto Rs. 200 lakh without 
collateral/third party guarantees.

MICRO, SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES 

(SHRI GIRIRAJ SINGH) 

(a): Ministry of MSME has held periodic review of the performance of Khadi and Village 
Industries Commission (KVIC) schemes at various levels and suggested some modifications which 
were implemented by KVIC thus achieving performance which shows steady progress year after 
year. Some of the major initiatives undertaken by KVIC are as follows: 

1. Erstwhile Market Development Assistance (MDA) scheme has been modified as Market 
Promotion Development Assistance scheme (MPDA) which is formulated as a unified scheme by 
merging different schemes/ sub-schemes/ components viz. Market Development Assistance, 
Publicity, Marketing and Market promotion and adds a new component of Infrastructure 
(inclusive of new component of Marketing Complexes/Khadi Plaza). 

2. Under modified MDA, pricing would be fully de-linked from the cost chart and products can be 
sold at market-linked prices at all stages of production. Modified MDA shall be calculated at 30% 
of Prime Cost (cost of raw material plus conversion charges upto grey cloth plus processing 
charges without margins.) the MMDA shall be distributed among producing institutions (40%), 
Selling Institutions (20%) and artisans (40%). 

3. KVIC have introduced ‘Khadi Mark' wherein producers of Khadi has to obtain Khadi Mark 
Certificate for attaching Khadi Mark label with the Khadi and Khadi product to be sold by them 
in the market. KVIC have prescribed a one page application form, to facilitate Khadi Institutions 
(KIs) to apply easily. 
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4. An online application system has been made operational for disbursement of MDA/MPDA to Ms 
and artisans. Institutions are uploading data and filing their MDA/MPDA claims pertaining to 
2016-17 in the online system. 

5. To enhance the earnings of Khadi artisan, who are mainly hand-spinners, the base rate of hank 
conversion was increased from Rs. 4.00 to Rs. 5.50 per hank. 

6. KVIC has developed an online application system for release of ISEC fund/interest subsidy 
amount directly to the cash credit account of Ms. Under the system the financing bank branch 
will upload the claim and the amount will be directly credited to the KIs account. 

7. With change in PMEGP negative list, Khadi units can now be set up under PMEGP. 
8. Activity of Spinning Solar Charkha has been permitted through PMEGP. 
9. KVIC launch e-Portal and introduced online process flow of application and disbursement of 

Margin Money directly to financing bank branches through Corporation Bank being a single 
national level nodal bank by adopting Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT). 

10. An online application system has also been developed for providing Khadi Certificate. 

• (b): In view of the requirement to expand market reach, under 'Market Promotion Development 
Assistance' (MPDA) assistance to set up new Khadi plazas has been envisaged. 

KVIC is having network of around 7050 sales outlets run by KVIC, KVIB institutions. A sub 
▪ scheme namely "Assistance for Marketing Infrastructure" was introduced for the renovation of 

Departmental Sales Outlets of KVIC and State KVIBs and retail sales outlets of Khadi Institutions to 
increase the turnover of Khadi products through improved marketing infrastructure. 

Under the scheme, financial assistance is provided at the maximum limit of Rs. 25.00 lakh in 
urban areas and Rs. 20.00 lakh in rural areas, in terms of 75% to institutional sales outlets, 85% to 
State KVIBs outlets and 100% to KVIC outlets. 

The following Departmental Khadi Sales Outlets have been set-up across the country during 
the last three years: 

i. Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Institute of Rural Technology & Management & Institute of 
Renewable Energy, Nashik (Maharashtra) 

ii. Opened premier `Khadi Showrooms' known as Khadi Lounge at New Delhi, Mumbai and 
Jaipur. 

Two sales outlets run by KVIC/KVIB institutions have also been set up at Airports of 
Visakhapatnam and Lucknow, respectively. The list of sales outlets opened by KVIC, KVIB 
institutions during last three years are as follows:

(e): 	In order to modernize and promote khadi industries, KVIC is implementing the following 
schemes: 

i) Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP) is a credit linked subsidy 
scheme, for setting up of new micro-enterprises and to generate employment opportunities in rural as 
well as urban areas of the country through KVIC, State Khadi & Village Industries Board (KVIB) 
and District Industries Centre (DIC). General category beneficiaries can avail of margin money 
subsidy of 25% of the project cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas. For beneficiaries belonging 
to special categories such as SC/ST/Women/PH/Minorities/Ex-Servicemen/NER, the margin money 
subsidy is 35% in rural areas and 25% in urban areas. The maximum cost of projects is Rs.25 lakh in 
the manufacturing sector and Rs.10 lakh in the service sector. 
ii) Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI) was launched in 2005-
06 for making Traditional Industries more productive and competitive by organizing the Traditionai 
Industries and artisans into clusters. 
iii) Market Promotion Development Assistance (MPDA) — MDA scheme of KVIC has been 
modified as MPDA scheme formulated as a unified scheme by merging different schemes/ sub-
schemes/components of different Heads implemented in the 1 ith  Plan, namely, Market Developmerr. 
Assistance, Publicity, Marketing and Market Promotion. A new component of Infrastructure namel 
setting up of Marketing Complexes /Khadi Plazas has been added to expand the marketing net wort 
of Khadi & VI products. Under the erstwhile MDA scheme financial assistance was distributt 
amongst Producing Institutions (30%), Selling Institutions (45%) and Artisans (25%). Under ilt,; 
Modified MDA (MMDA) financial assistance is distributed amongst Producing Institutions (40%). 
Selling Institutions (20%) and Artisans (40%). 
iv) Interest Subsidy Eligibility Certificate (ISEC) Scheme provides credit at concessional rate 
interest through Banks as per the requirement of the Khadi institutions. The institutions are required 
to pay interest of only 4%, any interest charged by banks over 4% will be paid by Central 
Government through KVIC. 
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v)`Workshed Scheme for Khadi Artisans was introduced in 2008-09 to provide financial assistance 
for construction of workshed to khadi artisans belonging to BPL category through the khadi 
institutions with which the khadi artisans are associated. This empowers khadi spinners and weavers 
to chart out a sustainable path for growth, income generation and better work environment. 
vi) Strengthening infrastructure of weak Khadi institutions and assistance for marketing 
infrastructure: This scheme provides need-based support towards the Khadi sector for nursing the 
sick/problematic institutions elevated from "D" to "C" category as well as those whose production, 
sales and employment have been declining while they have potential to attain normalcy and to 
support creation of marketing infrastructure in other identified outlets. Under this scheme, financial 
assistance is provided to existing weak Khadi institutions for strengthening of their infrastructure and 
for renovation of selected khadi sales outlets. 

The other steps taken are as follows: 
1. Exhibitions are also conducted at district/state/zone and national level for providing 
marketing support to the entrepreneurs/unit and KVI units are extended financial support up to 
Rs.1.25 lakh to participate in the international exhibitions. 
2. To increase the registration of MSMEs in the country, the Government has undertaken 
measures that the PMEGP units can adopt the Udyog Aadhaar Memorandum (UAM) to register 
online for filing for industrial land application for credit, pollution clearance etc. 
3. Online registration for Khadi certificate has been introduced. 
4. Financial assistance is also being provided for the renovation/modernization of Sales Outlets 
of institutions as well as Departmental Sales Outlets (DSOs) and State KVIBs. 
5. Tie up with M/s. Paytm has been made to make available Khadi products on-line and the 
same has been launched through Khadi Gramodyog Bhavan, New Delhi. 
6. KV1C as a part of its aggressive marketing efforts introduced "Gift Voucher Scheme" for its 
patrons from Departmental Sales Outlets (DSOs) at Delhi, Kolkata, Mumbai, Goa, Patna, Ernakulam, 
Bhopal and Visakhapatnam Airport. The 'Gift Voucher Scheme' consists of attractive 'Gift 
Vouchers' in the denomination of Rs. 500/-, Rs. 1000/- and Rs. 5000/- respectively has been 
launched.

(a): 	The details of total export of coir and coir products during the last three years are as under:

(b) & (c): Coir Board has targeted to double the export of coir and coir products from India within tb. 
next three years. During 2015-16, the growth percentage of exports, compared to the previous 
was 20 in terms of quantity and 16.6 in terms of value. During 2016-17 the growth percentage 
increased to 27.3 in terms of quantity and 20 in terms of value. There has been an increasing trend 
the exports of coir and coir products year to year, it is expected that the trend will continue during the 
coming years also. 
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(d): In order to boost the export of coir and coir products, the Coir Board plans to implement 
vigorous and target oriented export market promotion programmes. The programme titled "Export 

Co" 	Market Promotion" under the ongoing plan scheme, Coir Vikas Yojana envisages to promote and 
make Indian Coir products competitive in the global market. The promotional measures undertaken by 
Coir Board, inter alia include participation in international trade fairs and conferences.within India and 
abroad, providing External Market Development Assistances to the coir entrepreneurs /exporters for 
meeting the expenses of air fare and stall rent for participation in international fairs, undertaking 
publicity propaganda besides sponsoring market delegations, undertaking demonstration projects on 
the functional applications of coir and organizing warehousing facilities to cater to the requirements of 
products in small quantities, for creating the market pull for coir products in the global market. Under 
these programmes, financial subsidy and technical support for setting up of coir industrial units and 
marketing of their products are provided to the coir workers and entrepreneurs. In addition, Coir Board 
has been implementing an Insurance Scheme for the coir workers of the country against death and 
disablement caused by accident. Under the scheme, the entire premium amount of coir workers of the 
country was borne by Coir Board. The scheme has been merged with Pradhan Mantri Suraksha 
BimaYojana (PMSBY).

(a) to (d): 	To improve design development in Khadi, KVIC signed a memorandum of 
understanding (MoU) with National Institute of Fashion Technology (NLFT)/National Institute 
of Design (NID), which would work on design development and training with Khadi 
Institutions, identified by KVIC and enable to bring in quality control as well as 
standardization and design inputs in production of Khadi fabric and ready-mades. KVIC would 
take NIFT's help in product development and processes. 

Further, to bring in product development and create more employment opportunities in 
the Khadi sector, convergence has been developed with corporates like Raymond Limited and 
Aditya Birla Fashion and Retail Limited (ABFRL). Under this convergence the Corporate 
would be providing design development and also develop attractive market trendy products to 
be marketed in the domestic as well as international market which will benefit the Khadi 
artisans and provide them captive market as well as sustainable employment opportunities. 

KVIC has also taken steps to develop its market by contacting Corporates, PSUs, 
Ministries and bulk orders were received. Encouraging response has been received from Oil 
and Natural Gas Corporation (ONGC), Rural Electrification Corporation Limited (REC), Post 
and Telegraph Department, JK Cement, PMO, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, etc.

(b): In order to generate rural employment and to promote various Khadi products, Khadi 
Village Industry Commission (KVIC) gives assistance for Marketing and infrastructural developmel 
which are as follows: 

1. For the renovation and modernization of sales outlets particularly computerization KVIC 
provides financial assistance under 'Assistance for Marketing Infrastructure' scheme. The 
pattern of financial assistance for the scheme is — 

Maximum Rs. 25 lakh in urban areas and Rs. 20 lakh in rural areas 
Maximum subsidy provided 

i. Institutional sales outlets - 75% 
ii. Boards outlets - 85% 
iii. KVIC outlets - 100% 
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2. Khadi Institutions are provided Modified Marketing Development Assistance (MMDA) at 
30% of Prime cost of Khadi products. 

3. Under the Scheme for 'Strengthening of Infrastructure of Existing Weak. Khadi Institutions 
and Assistance for Marketing Infrastructure', financial assistance is also provided for the 
renovation/ modernization of Sales Outlets of institutions as well as Departmental Sales 
Outlets (DSOs) and State KVIBs. 

4. KVIC has taken the initiative to open premier "Khadi Showrooms" known as "Khadi 
Lounge" to make available premier Khadi products including designer products. Such type of 
Lounges has already been opened in Jaipur, Mumbai and New Delhi. 

5. KVI institutions have also opened premium Khadi sales outlets at Visakhapatnam and 
Lucknow airports. 

6. A MoU has also been signed with National Institute of Fashion Technology (NIFT) by KVIC 
which will facilitate NIFT students to work on Khadi projects at grass root level and support 
Khadi artisans to produce better quality and better marketable products and garments. 

7. KVIC has also taken steps to develop its market by contacting Corporates, PSUs, Ministries 
and bulk orders have been received. 

8. KVIC as a part of its aggressive marketing efforts introduced "Gift Voucher Scheme" for its 
patrons from Departmental Sales Outlets (DSOs) at Delhi, Kolkata, Mumbai, Goa, Patna, 
Ernakulam, Bhopal and Visakhapatnam. 

9. A MoU was signed between KVIC and Aditya Birla Fashion & Retail Ltd. (ABFRL) and 
Raymond for sale of Khadi fabric. These corporates will sell the premium Khadi products in 
India and abroad. 

10. Exhibitions are also conducted at District/State/Zone and national level for providing 
marketing support to the entrepreneurs/units. 

11. Publicity is being made through print and electronic media for promoting KVI products in 
Rural and Urban areas. 

12. Entrepreneurship Development Programme (EDP) is also implemented for the beneficiaries 
of PMEGP where these beneficiaries are taught about maintenance of accounts, sales 
technique and other subjects regarding management of business. 

(c): 	There is no proposal for corporatization of the Khadi and Village Industry Institutions. Most of 
the KVIs are registered under the Societies Registration Act and have their own bylaws. If any 
company/NGO/Cooperative Societies/Individual wants to undertake Khadi activities, they must obtain 
Khadi Registration and Khadi Mark Certificate from the Khadi and Village Industry Commission. The 
KVIC acts as a facilitator for these institutions and provides incentives, marketing platform for their 
products.

"Financial Support to MSMEs in ZED Certification Scheme". 

(b): The objective of the scheme for promotion of Zero Defect and Zero Effect 
(ZED) manufacturing amongst micro, small and medium enterprises (MSMEs) and 
ZED Assessment for their certification so as to: 

• Develop an Ecosystem for Zero Defect Manufacturing in MSMEs. 
• Promote adaptation of Quality tools/systems and Energy Efficient 

manufacturing. 
• Enable MSMEs for manufacturing of quality products. 
• Encourage MSMEs to constantly upgrade their quality standards in 

products and processes. 
• Drive manufacturing with adoption of Zero Defect production processes 

and without impacting the environment. 
• Support 'Make in India' campaign. 
• Develop professionals in the area of ZED manufacturing and certification. 

f 
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There are 50 parameters for ZED rating and additional 25 parameters for ZED 
Defence rating under ZED Maturity Assessment Model. The MSMEs are provided 
financial assistance for the activities to be carried out for ZED certification i.e., 
Assessment / Rating, Additional rating for Defence angle, Gap Analysis, 
Handholding, Consultancy for improving the rating of MSMEs by Consultants and 
Re-Assessment / Re-Rating. 

Under the scheme 22,222 MSMEs will be rated & certified under ZED 
Maturity Assessment Model, 5,000 MSMEs will be rated & certified under the 
ZED Defence Model, 7368 MSMEs will be supported for Gap Analysis, 
Handholding, Consultancy for improving their rating, etc. The total cost of the 
project is Rs. 491.00 crores (Government contribution Rs 365.00 crores, 
beneficiary MSMEs contribution Rs 126.00 crores). 

(c): Quality Council of India (QCI) has been appointed as the National 
Monitoring & Implementing Unit (NMIU) for implementation of ZED. QCI has 
reported that 3217 MSMEs has been registered as on25.07.2017 for ZED 
Certification. The MSME-wise details are Micro: 1332, Small: 1522 & Medium: 
363 and financial assistance to MSMEs is yet to commence. 

(d): The Ministry of MSME is implementing a number of schemes to promote 
MSMEs namely (i) Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme for Micro and Small 
Enterprises to facilitate collateral free credit to new and existing micro and small 
enterprises (MSEs); (ii) Scheme for Raw Material Assistance implemented by 
National Small Industries Corporation Limited under the Ministry; (iii) National 
Manufacturing Competitiveness Programme (NMCP) and Credit Linked Capital 
Subsidy Scheme implemented to facilitate upgradation of technology, improve 
processes and design; (iv) Management Development Training Programmes 
(MDPs) for enhancing managerial skills; (v) Micro and Small Enterprises-Cluster 
Development Programme to facilitate infrastructure upgradation and setting up of 
Common Facility Centres; and (vi) Marketing Development Assistance Support to 
MSME; (vii) Ministry of MSME has introduced online MSME Data Bank on 
29.07.2016 for creating comprehensive database of MSMEs and (viii) Ministry of

However, all amenable schemes of the Ministry of Micro, 
Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME) are being brought under DBT (Direct 
Benefit Transfer), which will increase transparency in the disbursal of scheme 
funds. 
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(b): No, Madam. As per statistics compiled by Reserve Bank of India (RBI), the 
credit to the MSME sector by all scheduled commercial banks at 31st  March for the 
last three year is placed in below table:

From above table it can be seen that credit to MSME has increased from Rs. 
1039915.02 crore on March 31, 2014 to Rs. 1171026.05 crore on March 31, 2015 
and further to Rs. 1216007.11 crore on March 31, 2016 and further to Rs. 
1295581.26 crore on March 31, 2017. 

(c): As per the last census (Fourth) of MSMEs with reference to base year 2006-
07, the total employment in the MSME sector was 805.24 lakh. Thereafter, as such 
no census has been conducted by M/o MSME, thus it cannot be said that 
employment opportunities are declining. 

(d): Government has not proposed any enhancement of mandatory purchase limit 
from small scale units for the public sector. 

(e): The Government is implementing a number of schemes to protect and 
promote MSMEs. Some of them are Prime Minister Employment Generation 
Programme, Credit Guarantee Scheme, Capital Linked Capital Subsidy Scheme, 
National Manufacturing Competitiveness Programme, Marketing Promotion 
Schemes, Entrepreneurship and Skill Development Programmes, Scheme of Fund 
for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI), A Scheme For Promoting 
Innovation, Rural Industry & Entrepreneurship (ASPIRE).

(a) & (b): The Coir Board is implementing Mahila Coir Yojana(MCY) 
exclusively for empowering women in the country by giving training and 
distribution of coir processing equipments. This is a 100% women oriented 
programme intended to provide self employment to the rural women artisans in 
coir producing regions. The scheme envisages distribution of motorized 
ratts/motorized traditional ratts and other coir processing equipments, which can be 
operated by women, at 75% subsidy after imparting training with a duration of 2 
months subject to a maximum amount of Rs.7,500/-. The training under MCY are 
conducted through all training centres of the Board. During the training period, the 
women artisans are given stipend amounting to Rs.1000 per month. The scheme is 
prevalent in coir producing coastal States such as Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, 
Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Odisha, Lakshadweep, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Goa, 
Pondicherry, A& N Islands, West Bengal and NE Region. During the current year 
the targets of 1000 women for training and 200 ratts/equipments for distribution to 
the trained women have been fixed under MCY and an amount of Rs. 35.00 lakhs 
have been allocated for the current year. Coir Board has received 97 applications 
under the Scheme and all the applications are from Kerala only.

(a): An agreement has been signed by the Ministry of MSME with the Management 
Development Institute (MDI), Gurugram on 30th  December,2016, to conduct the 
evaluation study of the PMEGP Scheme. MDI, Gurugram has submitted its preliminary 
evaluation study report. The key observations of the evaluation study are: 

• Average Employment Per Project - 7.66 
• Average Cost of Generating Unit Employment - Rs.94,856.89 
• Maximum Cost of Generating Unit Employment - Rs.2,65,412.84 ( Nagaland) 
• Minimum cost of Generating Unit Employment - Rs.25,070.95 (Tamil Nadu) 
• Average Cost per Project - Rs.7,26,759.5 
• Most of the DLTFC meeting are held in third and fourth quarter 

• In most cases, the loan sanction is delayed beyond the given limit of 30 days 
after the recommended application reaches the bank. 

• Time taken to sanction loan is more for manufacturing sector than for the 
services sector. 
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: 2 : 

• Himachal Pradesh is the state where bankers do not ask for collateral but in 
rest of the states collateral has been demanded for over 30% of the cases. 

• In Odisha, for 100% of the cases, Collateral was demanded by banks. 
• Delhi and Himachal Pradesh have reported for invoking of CGT-MSE by 

banks in 70-100% cases. In the rest of the states, 50% cases have been found 
with CGT-MSE coverage. 

• Usually, Projects become NPA within first three years or early stages. It is 
often not noticed by stakeholders. 

• 
(b): The number of units set up in manufacturing and business/service sector and 
number of employments generated therefrom under PMEGP during the last three years, 
State/UT-wise is given in Annexure-I. 

(c): Khadi and Village Industry Commission (KVIC) is national level Nodal Agency 
to implement PMEGP scheme all over the country. An online grievance handling system 
for PMEGP has been set up by the KVIC to provide prompt and online redressel. The 
complaints are received by KVIC regarding non-payment of loan by banks, delay in 
sanctioning of loan and other related matters under PMEGP from various States. The 
complaints are redressed by KVIC and its State Offices. 

(d): Following initiatives have been taken for effective implementation of PMEGP 
Scheme: 

• In order to streamline the process of application flow and fund flow and to bring in 
transparency and better financial management and to prevent parking of funds at 
Nodal bank level an online PMEGP-MIS web portal has been introduced. All 
applications and fund flow will be processed online in stipulated time frame. 
• Publicity is being made through print and electronic media, awareness camps at 
District level and State level are being organized in order to propagate the PMEGP 
scheme for the development of micro industries. 
• Exhibitions are also conducted at district/state/zone and national level for 
providing marketing support to the entrepreneurs/units. 
• For speedy completion of EDP training, these are being conducted through 
Departmental Training Centres as well as RSETIs/RUDSETIs as per MOU executed 
between KVIC & MCR. 
• Industries such as Khadi, processing of Pashmina Wool, handloom and power 
loom units, value added products for tea, coffee, rubber etc. and transport activities 
are now eligible for funding under PMEGP. 
• Implementing Agencies are instructed to encourage and provide necessary 
assistance to the beneficiaries for filing online application by setting up of help desks. 

As a result of these initiatives during the Financial Year 2016-17, PMEGP has 
achieved maximum Margin Money disbursement of Rs.1280.93 crore (maximum since 
inception in 2008-09) assisting 52912 micro enterprises generating estimated 
employment for 4,07,840 persons.

Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP) which is a 
credit-linked subsidy programme aimed at generating self-employment opportunities through 
establishment of micro-enterprises in the non-farm sector by helping traditional artisans and 
unemployed youth. Any individual above 18 years of age is eligible. For setting up of projects 
costing above Rs.10 lakh in the manufacturing sector and above Rs. 5 lakh in the business /service 
sector, the beneficiaries should possess at least VIII standard pass educational qualification. General 
category beneficiaries can avail of margin money subsidy of 25 % of the project cost in rural areas 
and 15% in urban areas. For beneficiaries belonging to special categories such as scheduled 
caste/scheduled tribe/OBC /minorities/women, ex-serviceman, physically handicapped, NER, Hill 
and Border areas etc. the margin money subsidy is 35% in rural areas and 25% in urban areas. 

The Scheme was launched during 2008-09. A total of 4.23 lakh micro enterprises have been 
assisted with a margin money subsidy of Rs 8695.27 crore providing employment to an estimated 
35.48 lakh persons since 2008-09 till 2016-17 across the country including the State of Maharashtra. 

The State/UT-wise details of number of micro units setup and Margin Money disbursed under 
PMEGP during the last two years is given as Annexure-I.

All applications and 
fund flow will be processed online in stipulated time frame. 

• Publicity is being made through print and electronic media, awareness camps at District 
level and State level are being organized in order to propagate the PMEGP scheme for the 
development of micro industries. 

• Exhibitions are also conducted at district/state/zone and national level for providing 
marketing support to the entrepreneurs/units. 

• For speedy completion of EDP training, these are being conducted through 
Departmental Training Centres as well as RSETIs/RUDSETIs as per MOU executed 

between KVIC & MCR. 
• Industries such as Khadi, processing of Pashmina Wool, handloom and power loom units, 

value added products for tea, coffee, rubber etc. and transport activities are now eligible 

for funding under PMEGP.

The pattern of 
financial assistance under the scheme is 40% of the project cost as Government of India subsidy, 
55% as loan from Bank and 5% beneficiary contribution. The Scheme covers any type of coir 
project with project cost upto Rs.10 lakhs plus working capital, which shall not exceed 25% of the 
project cost. However the working capital shall not be considered for subsidy. The loan under the 
Scheme is without collateral/third party guarantee. It is open to individuals, companies, Self Help

(a): Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME) welcomes the 
introduction of GST. The entire Khadi & Village Industries (KVI) sector has been 
enjoying the benefit of tax exemption even under the pre-independence era. With 
the exemption to the SSI sector being drastically reduced from the existing Rs.150 
lakh to Rs.20 lakh, the exemption cover enjoyed by many of the Khadi Institutions 
(K_Is) has been removed. Ms are now mandated to obtain registration under GST 
and also pay GST on various Khadi products which is 5%. The products of the 
Village Industries sector were either taxed @ 0-14.30% before-GST and post-GST 
the same products attracts tax @ 12-28%, and the details of the same is at 
Annexure-I. 

(b): At present only Khadi yarn produced in Khadi sector is exempted, while 
other Khadi products attracts 5% GST. Ministry of MSME has approached 
Ministry of Finance to consider the sector for exemption from GST or to ensure a 
seamless flow of input tax credit in order for Khadi Institutions to claim input tax 
credit.
